Fireworks Victim Receives Help from Shriners Hospital 
 
Two boys, ages 7 and 8, sustained significant life altering injuries on Sunday, July 9th after lighting 
fireworks that exploded on them at Dr. Carver Park in Bunnell.  The boys claimed they found the 
fireworks laying around but detectives believe they came from a burglarized fireworks business where 
dozens of extremely dangerous and altered fireworks were stolen.  
 
Sheriff Rick Staly, a Shriner and member of the Bahia Shrine, reached out to the Shriners and their 
children’s hospital network to provide care for the child who lost his hand.  The Shriners agreed to 
provide care at no costs to the family, but the hospital is located in Tampa, Florida. When the Shriners 
couldn’t provide transportation, Sheriff Staly authorized a COP unit and volunteer to drive the family to 
Tampa and bring them home after the doctor’s visit.
