“The men and women who protect our communities each and every day have not just devoted their
lives to public service, they’ve taken an oath to give up their lives to ensure our safety,” Sheriff Rick
Staly said. “This past year 246 extraordinary law enforcement officers answered such a call and sadly
lost their life while serving their communities across the United States. When faced with danger, these

men and women ran toward danger instead of away from it. 10 of those fallen heroes in 2022 were
from Florida.”

Law enforcement officers and their families paid tribute and remembered Volusia and Flagler County’s fallen heroes.
